Dormant wood is shipped in January/February.  Orders for summer budwood/cuttings must be received by MAY 1ST.  Summer wood is shipped in July/August depending on wood readiness.  Please visit www.ars.-grin.gov/dav for more information.  NOTES:  Walnut wood is only sent in the winter due to propagation constraints with green cuttings.  Mulberry and Pomegranate summer wood requires propagation under mist.  Due to great demand for dormant cuttings and their higher rooting success rate, we will no longer have routine distribution of Ficus summer cuttings
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
