The nursery was seeded into very moist soil in 5 foot rows with two replicates on October 8, 2009.  The nursery was inoculated with a composite of pathogenic races from throughout the PNW.  Plant emergence was excellent and plants were at the most susceptible 2 to 3 leaf stage going into winter.  Problems with a plugged drill resulted in several blank or horribly mixed rows which resulted in a “no data” (nd) rating.  Poor stands (ps) are also noted.   Snow cover during the winter was not outstanding but was still sufficient to induce about 65% diseased spikes in the Cheyenne controls.  Plant stands were generally excellent in the spring, and early rains made quite a nice looking nursery for this dry land site.  

About 1,000 entries from the National Small Grains Collecting that showed some resistance in one previous non-replicated test were retested.  Numerous of these lines had a high susceptibility in this nursery, and the information was updated in GRIN.   Plant stands were particularly good in this diverse, usually poorly adapted material.
