Enclosed please find a grant "Functional Annotation of the Procine Secretome" for submission to the Cooperative State Research, Education and Extension Service.  This proposal is a collaboration between myself and several scientists (primarily Scott Fahrenkrug) at the University of Minnesota.  The objectives of the grant are to identify and fully sequence full length cDNAs for proteins secreted by the uterus and conceptus during pregnancy (to be at Minnesota) and also to identify proteins secreted into the intrauteine environment during early pregnancy in pigs (to be done at MARC).  Confirmation of whether a cDNA corresponds to a secreted protein relies on the identification of the secreted protein in uterine flushings.  In turn, identification of the secreted protein by 2D-PAGE and Mass Spectrometry is improved when the full-length sequence of the cDNA is available.  Thus, this collaboration will enhance both our efforts to accomplish our goals, which is to define the complement of secreted proteins that act to communicate between the uterus and the developing conceptus during pregnancy.  This information will enhance our understanding of the physiological mechanisms involved in conceptus development and pregnancy success of swine, and will result in improvements in swine production.
