The attached research proposal titled "Protein cross-linking reactions for insect cuticle sclerotization" is being submitted by Kansas State University (KSU).  Professor Michael Kanost, my collaborator in the Department of Biochemistry, is the PI with myself and Stevin Gehrke of the Department of Chemical Engineering as Co-PI's.  If funded, all funds will go to KSU.
The proposed research would investigate how insects utilize proteins, enzymes, catechols and chitin to generate their exoskeletons.
