Enclosed for your review is a copy of the research grant application titled "A gene pyramiding approach for protection of corn plants from insect pests" to be submitted by my collaborator, Dr. S. Muthukrishnan, Kansas State University (KSU), to the USDA National Research Initiatives (NRI) Entomology and Nematology Program.  I am listed as Co-PI, and if funded, all proceeds will go to KSU.
We propose to develop a gene-pyramiding strategy in transgenic corn which includes, in addition to Bt toxin, two other insecticidal proteins, chicken avidin and insect chitinase.  This will test the hypothesis that such a gene combination would provide protection from a broad spectrum of insect pests and reduce the level of biopesticides required for effective pest control in planta, essentially mimicking a "high dose of single biopesticide" strategy but using low doses of three biopesticides.  The products of this research would be varieties of super insect-resistant corn for use in integrated pest management programs.
