


Ordering APS-ISF (American Phytopathology Society - International Seed Federation) Pathogen Differential Sets Through the GRIN



1. Log onto the National Plant Germplasm System (NPGS) page in the Germplasm Resources Information Network (GRIN)
http://www.ars-grin.gov/npgs/index.html





2. Click on Search GRIN in the left hand panel
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3. Click on Accession Area Queries in the center panel
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4. Type in desired pathogen in the Text search query box and hit Submit Text Query
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Your output would include anything in the GRIN database containing the text for the name of your pathogen.  Pathogens which are part of the differential pathogen set are denoted by the prefix ISFP and accessions which are part of the differential host set are denoted by the prefix ISF.  To order the strain, double click on the pathogen name.
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5. OR type in the accession prefix ISFP in the Text search query box and hit Submit Text Query
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Your output would include everything in the GRIN database containing the text ISFP.  Pathogens which are part of the differential pathogen set are denoted by the prefix ISFP and accessions which are part of the differential host set are denoted by the prefix ISF.  At present the only accessions have the text ISFP are the differential pathogen sets.  To order the strain, double click on the pathogen name.
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6. After double clicking on the pathogen name, you will be taken to the home page for that strain.  This page will contain information specific to this strain.  Click on Request this germplasm to order the strain.
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7. You will now see what accessions you have in your order (shopping cart).  At this point you can search for more accessions, clear your request or place the order by clicking Complete the germplasm request.

8. Follow the instructions by entering your name and contact information.  Click on Submit Order on the bottom of the page.

9. Note that you will need to provide an electronic copy of your APHIS Interstate Movement Permit to obtain a sample of this material and that we will be unable to ship your order until we receive a copy of this Permit.

10. You will also be asked for to provide a courier account number or a pre-paid mailing label to cover over night shipping costs for the samples.

11. If ordering from countries other than the U.S., an import permit is needed with the genus and species of the pathogen listed prior to shipping the samples.
