Construct

 Biotechnical term for a hybrid molecule created by the addition of a select gene or genes with or without accompanying regulatory sequences to a vector DNA molecule.  The vector DNA (so-called because it delivers any DNA added to it into a cell) is usually a circular double-stranded DNA molecule (aka plasmid DNA) that replicates in a host bacterium independently of the bacterial chromosome.  The genes and regulatory sequences are added to the vector by means of restriction endonuclease enzymes, i.e. enzymes that cut at specific internal sites in a DNA molecule or other similar laboratory  techniques.
