Seedling

Biologically this term refers to a seed which has germinated and is growing, but has not yet reached full maturity.  Genetically, the term additionally implies that the plant material is genetically uncharacterized or unknown.  For example, seed collected from apples taken from trees in Kazakhstan and established in a US orchard are still called seedlings (even though they are reproductively mature) because only the female parent is known for certain and even that parent has not been characterized genetically.
