mRNA
mRNA (messenger RNA) is the link or liaison between the gene (DNA) and its ultimate product (protein).  In complex plants and animals mRNA is made in the nucleus and transported to ribosomes in the cytoplasm where it is translated into protein.  mRNAs are also called transcripts, since the process whereby the gene (DNA) is copied into RNA is called transcription.
