“Monitoring Bacillus thuringiensis-susceptibility across an international border”

Dr. Carlos Blanco conducts research on methods of accurate Bacillus thuringiensis-susceptibility detection. He also coordinates the program that monitors the shifts of this bacteria’s susceptibility in important lepidopterous pests of cotton. The scope of the program covers all the major cotton-growing areas of the US and works in coordination with his Mexican counterparts. This program involves several research institutions, the US Environmental Protection Agency and industry. He leads the research effort to implement a common methodology to do this type of work in different research centers. He joined ARS-Stoneville in 2003.  Dr. Blanco worked previously in Mexico and the US for an agrochemical company where he began looking into the performance of transgenic crops in the field.  Dr. Blanco received his Ph.D in Biology from the University of New Mexico.

Dr. Blanco will discuss the current status of the B. thuringiensis monitoring program for cotton-producing areas, the advances in adopting a common monitoring methodology for North America, as well as current and future challenges that this type of work faces.
